We make our profession of faith before the
Bishop because he symbolizes the fact that as
Chrislans we are part of God’s universal Church
and not only St. Peter’s in the Woods church.
Preparallon for the Bishop’s visit is done at our
Inquirer’s Class held once a year prior to the
Bishop’s visit.
