Paid Manuscript Critique Guidelines

If you are looking for objective and detailed feedback for your writing, if you are open to hearing both the strengths and the weaknesses of your piece, if you seriously want to know how you can improve as a writer, and if you’re curious to know if your piece is close to that glorious goal of “publishable,” consider requesting a paid manuscript critique (for an additional $30 above the conference fee).
What you receive for your $30:

· Faculty members with experience in your particular category of writing will critique a sample of your work and make comments on a one-page evaluation form.
· At the conference, you will be given a 25-minute one-on-one appointment with that faculty member during which time your reviewer will discuss your project, return your piece to you with comments and the evaluation form if it wasn’t available when you arrive at the conference, and answer any questions you might have about improving as a writer.

Guidelines:
· One submission per conferee. 
· Only registered attendees are eligible, please, as our appointment schedule is limited. 
· See the submission sheet below for page limits (no more than 10 pages in most cases). 
· Electronic submissions only.
· The submission sheet must accompany your manuscript either as a separate file or preferably copied and pasted as the first page or last page of your manuscript file (does not affect page limit). 
· Manuscripts with critique comments will be printed by a conference committee member and returned to you at the conference.
· E-mail your submission no later than March 13, 2010, to mscritique@gmail.com.  Please do NOT send your writing sample with your conference registration.
· Paid Critique fee of $30 must be added to and paid with your conference fee.
Formatting your manuscript for critique:

· Please submit your manuscript as a WORD document, 12 point font, Times New Roman, one inch margins, double spaced. 
· Include your name and a page number in the header of each page. 
· Please include your last name and first initial when naming the file of your manuscript and all submitted documents. Examples: mrayburn-manuscript.doc, mrayburn-submissionsheet.doc.
